DNO’s oil production again over 22,000 barrels per day

DNO’s total oil production in October was 22,072 barrels per day. This is a 40 per cent increase compared with the group’s oil production in October 2001, which was 15,754 barrels per day.

Oil production for the period January – October, 2002 averaged 22,103 barrels per day, against 12,732 barrels per day for the corresponding period of 2001, which is an increase of 74 per cent.

Oil production from Yemen increased by 716 barrels per day in October, which is higher than expected. The increase is due to a new well in the Tasour field coming onstream in the middle of the month. So far, the well’s production capacity has exceeded expectations (re. OSE notification no. 1209, dated 11 October 2002). One of the other wells in Tasour has been shut in during parts of the month.

The export capacity from both the Tasour and Sharyoof fields was somewhat reduced at the beginning of the month because of restrictions relating to the pipeline from block 14 (Canadian Nexen).

A new production well in Sharyoof has come onstream, and DNO expects a further increase in the overall oil production from Yemen in November.

Oil production from the UK and Norway, as expected, was somewhat lower than in September.
